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THIS WEEKLY DEVOTION CORRESPONDS TO THE THEME OF
WAITING FOUND IN THE SPRING FEASTS. JUST AS JESUS
COMMANDED THE DISCIPLES TO WAIT IN THE UPPER ROOM
FOR THE BIRTH OF SOMETHING BIG THAT WOULD TAKE PLACE
ON SHAVUOT (THE FEAST OF WEEKS), THE SUBJECT OF
THESE DEVOTIONALS IS ABOUT WAITING IN EXPECTATION OF
SOMETHING BIG TO TAKE PLACE IN OUR LIVES. WAITING IS
NOT TYPICALLY AN EASY TASK, BUT AS THE SCRIPTURES SAY,
"THOSE WHO WAIT UPON THE LORD SHALL RENEW THEIR
STRENGTH.” THESE DEVOTIONALS WILL END ON SHAVUOT.
BUT MAY IT BE THE BEGINNING OF SOMETHING NEW IN YOUR
LIFE.

1HE FEAST OF
UNLEAVENED BREAD
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THE SECOND FEAST IS CALLED THE FEAST OF UNLEAVENED

BREAD AND BEGINS AS PASSOVER IS ENDING. IN ISRAEL, A

DAY BEGINS AND ENDS AT SUNSET, SO THIS FEAST BEGINS

AT SUNSET AND IN THE YEAR THAT JESUS WAS CRUCIFIED,
THE SABBATH ALSO BEGAN ON THAT DAY.

JESUS WAS TAKEN OFF THE CROSS MOMENTS BEFORE THE
SABBATH BEGAN AND RUSHED TO BE PLACED IN A TOMB
SINCE WORK WAS FORBIDDEN ON SHABBAT. THE USUAL
BODY PREPARATIONS WOULD NEED TO WAIT UNTIL THE

SABBATH WAS OVER. THE SIGNIFICANCE THAT JESUS WAS

BURIED ON THE FEAST OF UNLEAVENED BREAD IS POWERFUL.

SINCE THE ISRAELITES HAD TO LEAVE EGYPT QUICKLY AFTER
PHARAOH FINALLY RELENTED AND RELEASED THEM FROM
BONDAGE, THEY DID NOT HAVE TIME FOR THEIR BREAD TO
RISE AND THEREFORE DIDN'T ADD YEAST TO THEIR DOUGH.
IN CELEBRATING THIS FEAST, GOD MADE GETTING RID OF

YEAST FROM JEWISH HOUSEHOLDS A BIG DEAL FOR FUTURE

GENERATIONS.
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GENESIS 50:20

AS FOR YOU, YOU MEANT EVIL AGAINST ME, BUT GOD

MEANT IT FOR GOOD, TO BRING IT ABOUT THAT MANY

PEOPLE SHOULD BE KEPT ALIVE, AS THEY ARE TODAY.
JOSEPH WAS HIS FATHER'S FAVORITE SON, WHICH CAUSED

HIS ENVIOUS BROTHERS TO HATE HIM. HE ALSO HAD

DREAMS WHICH SHOWED HIM RULING OVER HIS FAMILY
WHICH FURTHERED HIS BROTHERS HATRED OF HIM. THEY
WANTED TO KILL HIM, BUT INSTEAD STAGED HIS DEATH AND
"“TRAFFICKED" HIM INTO SLAVERY TO A GROUP OF
SHMAELITE TRADERS ON THEIR WAY TO EGYPT.

AFTER BEING TRAFFICKED BY HIS BROTHERS HE WAS
EVENTUALLY THROWN INTO PRISON FOR A CRIME HE DIDN'T
COMMIT WHICH CERTAINLY QUALIFIES AS A “STORM”.
WHILE THERE HE INTERPRETED THE DREAMS OF FELLOW
PRISONERS, INCLUDING ONE WHO HAD SERVED AS THE
CUPBEARER TO PHARAOH WHO WAS RELEASED FROM PRISON
JUST AS THE INTERPRETATION JOSEPH HAD MADE OF HIS
DREAM PREDICTED. JOSEPH ASKED THE CUPBEARER TO
MENTION HIM TO PHARAOH TO GET HIM OUT OF PRISON TOO
(GEN 40:12-15). TWO MORE YEARS OF WAITING PASSED
BEFORE PHARAOH NEEDED HIS OWN DREAM INTERPRETED
AND THE CUPBEARER REMEMBERED THAT JOSEPH

INTERPRETED DREAMS.
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
